Content decisions across social norms
Agree on experts for different elements:
- Youth experience: bring in real issues
- Learning experience: what do they need to learn? Knowledge, skills, attitude. 
- Community acceptance: how to ensure messages are not ridiculed or banned?
- Design decisions: Real people or illustrations and cultural cues, tone of voice
- Curriculum: who owns the content and decides on the topic
- Health experts to validate messages with a link to health

Decide on an order of priority when they clash

- Our messages will not be fear-based
- People are not bad or good
- Students are not judged for their opinion
